Breaks and Rewards: Plan breaks during study sessions. Also, set small rewsards after
completing tasks to motivate them.

Open Communication: Talk to them about how they feel. Listen to their concerns and help
them find solutions together.

Active Participation: Show interest in their academic progress. Review their assignments,
ask questions sbout what they are learning and offer your support.

Remember that every child is different, so tailor these tps to their neads. With patience
and support, the transition from holidays to study can be smoother and more positive.
